Regional entries must be completed and submitted at www.directathletics.com/ncaa by each participating institution per the linked instructions.  Regional entries must be submitted via Direct Athletics by 5 p.m. local host time on the Sunday prior to the regional championship (Sunday, November 8th, 2009) (late entries: $100 fine per team, individual, and gender).

 

ENTRY LIST:                
 
Monday, November 9th –   The host will post preliminary entry lists by 5 p.m. local time.

Tuesday, November 10th – Late entries and corrections must be submitted online to Direct Athletics by 5 p.m.  Late entries and corrections are subjected to a $100 fine per team and gender and must be approved by the Games Committee in a conference call on Wednesday morning.  Schools will be contacted later on Wednesday about their late entries and/or corrections.  No further entries will be accepted after this deadline.

 

NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHP QUALIFIER ENTRY INFORMATION:
 

Teams (32 per gender) will be selected to the NCAA Championships in the following manner:

16 teams will automatically qualify (two per region);

16 at-large teams will be selected by the committee to be determined using the published criteria in the championships handbook.  Only the top five teams in each regional will be considered. Forms for the at large entries can be found on the forms page.

 

Individuals (56 per gender) will be selected in the following manner: 

56 Individuals will automatically qualify (7 per region)

All 7 members from the two automatic qualifying teams will be removed from the results and the remaining individuals (not with a qualifying team) will be renumbered to determine individual national qualifiers.

COURSE:
 

The course is on natural terrain in the High Banks Area of Letchworth State Park which is often called the Grand Canyon of the East. The course has many natural boundaries and portions run on protected trails along the gorge. Spikes are recommended since the majority of          the course is on grass and trails. Road crossings are few and brief. Continuous flagging will mark the course. The start and finish are in close proximity and much of the course is spectator friendly.

                                           

 The course is considered fast. Runners will experience long, open stretches with flat gradual up hill and gradual downhill running along the way.

SQUAD SIZE:

 

Participating teams are limited to a maximum of seven runners in uniform. Institutions entering five to seven runners in the regional qualifying meet must compete as a team. If fewer than five competitors from one institution compete in the regional qualifying meet they will compete as individuals.

 

REFRESHMENTS:
 

Light refreshments will be available for all competing athletes and coaches immediately following the conclusion of the Men’s race in the Merritt Athletic Center.

 
FINAL DECLARATION:

 

All competing athletes must check-in with the clerks at their assigned starting boxes 20 minutes prior to the start of the race. The clerk will also be inspecting for the NCAA uniform rule, logo rule, and compliance with race numbers and chips.

 

PARK ENTRY FEE:     

 

Letchworth Park will still be charging to enter the park as late as weather will allow. Thus, there is a good chance that the park will be charging on 11/13 and 11/14. All team buses and vans will be allowed in on both days free of charge. Team buses and vans should park in the lot which is adjacent to the start/finish area.  Busses must be turned off by 10 a.m.
 

Spectators, however, will have to pay $6 per vehicle. Please let your spectators (parents, alumni, friends, etc.) know that there are 2 ways to avoid this fee:

Arrive before the charging time of 9:00am.

Enter the park from the Mt. Morris entrance on Route 36 and start up the hill.

Take the right hand turn before the toll booth (Upper Mount Morris Road), go approximately 150 meters and take the first left (Highbanks Road). Follow this road about 2.2 miles and you will see a large gate on the left. If you look past this gate you will see the finish line and the chute area. Park on either side of the road, walk through the woods, and you will be on the course. DO NOT park in the gate driveway.
